A great way to communicate.
Once you sign up for MyChart, many of your 
UR Medicine doctors’ offices will begin to 
communicate with you through MyChart 
(e.g., appointment reminders and/or changes, 
test results, prescription refill requests and 
even health questionnaires). You will receive 
an email (to the email address you provided) 
when your doctor’s office updates information 

in MyChart.

View your test results.
When you visit a UR Medicine location 
(inpatient, outpatient, Urgent Care, 
emergency or lab), you will have instant 
access to your test results in MyChart. This 
means you may see results before your 
doctor; thank you in advance for your 
patience in allowing your physician time to 
communicate with you about your test results.

As a reminder, MyChart proxys will be able 
to view all test results; you can review and/or 
change your settings under the “Access for 
Friends and Family” menu.

Since you are viewing the full, unedited 
results, some of the language may not be 
familiar to you and might even be confusing 
or concerning. Please discuss any questions 
raised by these results at your next visit when
